GEORGE BRAGG, founder-director, founded the Texas Boys Choir in 1946. 
Since that time his young Texans haVEf> fulfilled more than 1400 engagements in 
EurofJe and the Un; ed States, engagements which have ranged in versaiility and 
scope from singing High Mass for Pope John XXIII at Sh Peter's Basilica in Rome 
to the Ed Sullivan an Perry Como shows on national television. Mr. Bragg's 
devotion to tha world of choral music has brought in existence more ~han 80 
c.ommissioned compositions for the Texas Boys Choir. 

LUIS BERBER, conductor-director, began his musical stu ies in Morelia, Mexico, 
at the age of eight. His advanced music education continued at the Colegio de 
las Rosas in ~Aor<>lia, where he studied piano with Maestro Igancio Mier Arriac3'l, 
and organ, mu:;ic history, harmony 3nd theory under the renowned Mexican com­
poser and musicoloCJist Miguel Bernal Jimenez. From 1948-1956 he studied choral 
direction under Maostro Romano PicuHi, director of the Singing Boys of Mexico. 
After serving as a:;sisiant to PicutTi, ne was named Conductor and toured with the 
group. 

KALMAN HALASZ, director-:'lCcomp nist, ar.-anger, Choirmaster, teacher 
of music theory from Pees, Hungary, joined the staf in 1960. He attended the 
Royal Academy in Buda est and received his Choirmaster's degree in 1940; a 
de rein composition in 1943, and in 1945 an artist's degree in organ, the highest 
degree E:warded by the Academy. He is c air ir tur a \'/ II as accompanist 
for the Texas Boys Choir. Much of the music on t~e choir's three Decca records 
was arranged by him. His unique con,ribu ion is training in solfeg This is an 
ear-training technique whereby hand signals represent musical notes. 

TONI BECK, staqin , who has staged "Bartol meo Bonifacio," is a graduate 
of Oberlin with a Master's Degree from Columbia. Hor range of chc,reographic 
<lei-ivity has extende rom performances in New York io choreography for the 

tate Fair Musicals in Dallas. 

DR. CECILIA THOMPSON, dram~tic c03ch, began four years ago coaching 
the Texas Boys Choir in; everything from "B rtolomeo Bor.ifacio" to' the Shake­
speori n tex~ of "A t'viidsummer f'Jight's Dream." She received her Ph.D. in dramatic 
arts from the University of Iowa and presently teaches in the speech department 
at ,l\rlington 51'ate C liege. 

ED HOLLEMAN, staging, who choreographed the Ray Charles "Continental 
S Idier S ile" and the American Folk Songs, has a wealth of theater i':lS a back­
ground. He has d nced, acted, and Sl ng his way across the United States ana 
been choreographer for Fort \A/crth's Cas M6nana. His stdging for the Texas 
Boys Choir was seen on the Perry Como and Ed Sullivan shows.
