Jacob Handl (1550-1591) was an important composer of h i s day 
in his native country of Germany. Sometimes known by h is 
nickname IIGall us II , meaning "Little Rooster", he ha s also 
been called the "Ger man Palestrina". His music shows a def­
inite l eaning toward the homophonic style which was so soon 
to take the pla ce of 16th Century polyphony.
