Henry Pur cell (16 5S- l 695 ) appear s to ha ve r eceive d 
hi s f i r s t musi cal i ns t r uc ti on from hi s f'a t .he r- at 
about t he age of f our or f i ve . Shortly af t er h is 
f a t he r ' s deat h, he wa s pla ced , a t t he age of s ix , 
as a chor i s t er i n t he Roya l Chapel. "Di do and Aeneas" 
i s one of t he l andmarks of Eng li s h musi c and i s con­
s i dered to be one of t he compos e r 's out standi ng achieve ­
ment s .

He di ed 
i n 1630 and was bur ied i n t he Cl oi s t er s, Wi ndsor Ca st l e .
